Last week, Microsoft founder Bill Gates was in
Ottawa to contribute $ 28 million to co-fund, along
with Canada, the Canadian HIV Vaccine
Initiative (CHVI), to accelerate development of
what Prime Minister Stephen Harper describes as
a “safe, effective,
affordable, and globally
accessible HIV vaccine.”
The Federal government is
= committing $ 111 million

toward the preventive effort
in addition to their contributions to other AIDS-
related programmes. Canadian researchers will
collaborate with institutions around the world in
discovery, social research, clinical trial capacity-
building and pilot-scale manufacturing in Canada
and elsewhere of test lots. While in town, Gates
addressed the Ottawa Chamber of Commerce,
affiliated with the CanAm Chamber on the subject
of increasing business ties to higher education. “It’s
no secret,” he said, “that companies in the most
innovative sectors ... tend to locate closer to
research-intensive universities than major urban
centres.” He cited Microsoft’s recent opening of an
innovation centre in Waterloo ON, which is also
home to Google Canada and Research In Motion,
the Black Berry maker.
